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Technologies to be considered

During the first day of the WPG1-meeting (discussion meeting), it has been agreed to focus on the network architecture shown in the figure:
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Besides the IP-over-OTN scenario that will most probably be very important in the future, also SDH will be taken into account, due to the widespread use of SDH-equipment in today’s telecommunication networks.  It was agreed not to consider ATM explicitly in WPG 1 (only as one of the possible client layers for SDH).

The importance of the Digital Wrapper within the LION-project was recognized.
